
Revelation 11:15  And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The 
kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign for ever 
and ever. 

After the Battle of Armageddon, the planet Earth is restored to its original state by God the Creator.
Everything is restored to its former glory; the heavens, the atmosphere, the animals, the seas, and the land.
Everything will be as it was created by God; nothing of man’s creations will be found in this renewed Earth.

Revelation 20:1-6 And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a 
great chain in his hand.

And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the 
nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season.
